Secretary’s     Report:   The Secretary’s Report for the 16 May 2018 meeting was reviewed by 
each of the members present. It was motioned by CW4(R) Jan Chayt and seconded by CW5(R)
Ron McLendon that the meeting minutes be accepted and passed on to record, subject to any 
necessary corrections.  The motion was carried and the report passed on to record.  

Treasurer’  s     Report:   The 16 July 2018 Treasurer’s Report was reported to the members 
present. CW5(R) Dick Markle reported there was no change between 16 July and 18 
August.  CW5 Jon Huntington made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s report subject to audit.
